Novosibirsk 1943. Anna, a 12-year girl, worked at the Chkalovsky plant. She assembled airplanes, worked 12 hours a day, ate nettle and berries, had only 400 grams of black bread a day. 
400 000 children stayed in blockade Leningrad. 1 500 000 children were forcibly taken to Germany. 1 005 285 children died on the occupied territories. 20 000 schoolchildren worked out 585 000 000 days.
